Can we still get a family 
portrait done? 
A Yes, several poses of the entire family as well as poses of the individuals who wish to 
appear in the book will be taken.  
 
Q Is there a sitting fee? Do we have to purchase any portraits? 
A There is no sitting fee and no obligation to purchase. Simply being photographed will 
entitle  
your family to a free copy of the directory.  
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Q. What poses are taken? 
A  A variety of poses will be taken, such as: for families with children there will be two 
poses of the complete family, one pose of the husband and wife, and one pose of the 
children; for couples, there will be one head and shoulder pose, one ¾ pose and one 
each of the husband and wife; for singles, there will be one head and shoulder pose and 
one ¾ pose.  
 
Q I’m not buying any portraits so I don’t want to be photographed.  
A You are not obligated to make any purchase. Being photographed entitles you to 
inclusion in the book and you’ll receive a free copy of it.  
Q I want to use my own picture rather than be photographed. Can this be done? 
A Yes, there is a $12.50 fee + applicable taxes for this service and there are restrictions 
on the size and type of picture you may submit. 
 
Q How long does the appointment take? 
A Approximately 30-45 minutes of photography and viewing of your portraits (one 
appointment). 
 
Q How much do the portraits cost? 
A Approximately 30% less than studio prices for the same quality work. 
  
Q What should I wear? 
A Long sleeves and a rich, colour coordinated wardrobe is recommended. Also, please 
dress for a full length portrait.  

 
MINUTE FOR MISSION 

 
 The United Church celebrates and supports diversity. Here’s how 
Mission and Service supports a ministry of personal growth and 
outreach to the Deaf community. 
  
Those of us who can hear would be able to follow the Sunday morning 

worship at Quinte Deaf Fellowship (QDF) since services follow a format similar to 
those we regularly attend. Most striking for the hearing would be the absence of music 
and the use of American Sign Language. The congregation joins in worship as the 
leader signs the songs. Sermons are videotaped at QDF and kept in the church library 
for people to take home. Drama is a very effective teaching method, and everyone can 
get involved in practices, props, and acting. 
  
Quinte Deaf Fellowship began in 2006 and has moved into facilities in Belleville, 
Ontario. Part-time pastor Helen Bickle, who was born Deaf and is therefore considered 
culturally Deaf, says, “We are still small in number and our offerings do not meet the 
need. The lack of funds could limit our ability to further reach out to the Deaf 
Community. QDF is grateful for the financial support of the Mission and Service of The 
United Church of Canada.” 
  
The mission of Quinte Deaf Fellowship is to grow in relationship to Christ and to one 
another and to tell the good news to the Deaf community. Through Sunday morning 
worship services, weekly Bible studies, prayer meetings, leadership training, and 
pastoral counselling, each participant has witnessed tremendous growth.

REVITALIZATION FUNDRAISING 
 
GARAGE SALE:  SATURDAY MAY 12TH 10 AM -2 PM 
Emmanuel United will be hosting a Garage Sale Saturday May 12th between 10 and 2, 
to raise funds to pay for the Revitalization of the Christian Education Building.   
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The Garage Sale will use a "Flea Market" format.  Anyone with goods to sell must rent 
a table for $25.  (A discounted rate of $20 will apply to any vendors that register by 
Sunday May 6th.)  The vendor must look after all his/her own set-up, selling and clear-
up.  Vendors handle their own money and keep all of their profits.  Vendors can choose 
to donate some or all of their profits to the Revitalization Fund.  Selling is open to 
anyone in the community who wishes to rent a table.    
 
Because this is an outdoor event, all the set-up and clear-up must take place within a 
very short time frame.  This is why we are not able to hold this as a Rummage Sale.  
We ask that everyone respect the format of this sale, and not bring goods to the sale 
unless they have rented a table.  Saleable goods must arrive no earlier than 9 AM on 
sale day, and must leave no later than 4 PM on sale day.  Vendors must pack out every 
item they brought in, including any garbage. 
 
A “Guide for Vendors” is available to help vendors with sorting and displaying their 
goods for the garage sale.  Vendors must also sign a “Vendor’s Agreement” which 
outlines the responsibilities of Emmanuel and the responsibilities of the vendor at this 
event.   To reserve a table, you must submit a signed Vendor’s Agreement and a cheque 
to the church office.  Cheques will not be cashed until after the event, so should a 
vendor need to withdraw from the sale for any reason, his/her cheque will not be 
cashed.   
 
We will need volunteers for the garage sale, for setting up tables and chairs, directing 
traffic, and taking down tables and chairs at the end of the sale.  We can also run a 
lunch table, a kids’ play area and live music, depending on volunteer interest.  Please 
speak to Janet Mark Wallace if you are interested in assisting with this.
